Activities include and are not limited to volunteering at the community Islamic weekend 
school, hospitals, elderly care centers, interfaith seminars and lectures, teacher’s aid at the MET full-time Islamic school or any 
local public schools, tutoring students, assisting new immigrants in ESOL, etc. International students are not eligible. If no 
acceptable applicant applies, the scholarship will not be awarded. Preference will be given to candidates wishing to pursue a 
career in Law, Journalism, Psychology, Counseling, or Social Work.
